The board of Trustees met and was able to handle a few
developing situations. They are as follows:

1. The church boiler needed repair which included a
replacement part. David Irving met with the Fry
Company at the church twice so that they could ascertain
where the boiler was leaking and again to install the
replacement part. The Total cost for this service by Fry
Plumbing and Heating is $1,967.60.

The church was broken into recently, Rev. Wayne
Gatewood met with the Metropolitan Police to ascertain
damage, or missing items. We were fortunate that no
items were noted as missing. However, the alarm
keypad was ripped from the wall. A police report was
filed. The alarm company was able to re-install it easily.
We are awaiting an invoice for this service. Rev.
Gatewood reported the incident to the National Park
Service.

David Irving has volunteered to be the new Building and
Facilities Manager for the church. This means that he is
the point person for all companies doing business with
the church insofar as licensing, points of contact for the
police, building repairs, are concerned. We are very
grateful and appreciative of Rev. Wayne Gatewood’s
many years of service in this role.
