For there can be no need without 
the ever-present source of abundance at hand, just 
waiting to be realized. He knew that lack was 
fictionalized, as nothing could be apart from the 
infinite God. And as he is our way-shower, we too 
can make a similar demonstration. “God lives with 
us” is not a platitude but a principle to be applied.

“RADICAL RELIANCE ON GOD”

The word radical means at the root. God is our ever-
present source. God is the life energy that is within 
us, that animates us, that impels us to create by 
recognizing that we can craft a plan and put it into 
action with our energy, and afterwards the creation 
is made. This is our evidence of God in action as 
individualized expressions of us.

We 
set out to have experiences, and suddenly those 
experiences we thought of having become our 
reality. If we want pure material existence, we can 
have it; but beware, material things do not last, and 
so neither will our material existence. If we want to 
experience everlasting joy, love and peace, then we 
can think God thoughts, we can radically, at our 
root, rely on God. God will show us the way to 
perfect peace. All we must do is relax and rely upon 
God’s ways and means.

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“SEEK YOUR HEALING PRESENCE”

In Divine Science we strive to experience the method of healing which relies on 
attaining Christ Consciousness. Our studies and our practice are progressive in that 
we pray and meditate in silence, seeking communion with our inner divine nature. 
 

Healing is centered in our consciousness. Healing is “…the divine expression of the 
Creator in the creature, Being expressing itself. … speak[ing] the Truth until we are 
conscious of universal Principle, the revelation of the perfect body.” Divine Science, 
Its Principle and Practice, page 109. 
 

In Luke we read that after preaching for a while, Jesus tells Simon, later known as 
Peter, to go back out and resume his fishing. He tells him to go into the deeper 
water and cast his net there. Simon is perplexed and says, “Master, we’ve been 
fishing all night, and we haven’t caught even a minnow. But . . . all right, I’ll do it if 
You say.” And to his surprise, they return with their boats so full of fish they almost 
sink. And then Simon says to Jesus, I am a sinful man. 
 

What does he mean? He means by that that he can see life from only a material 
basis; but Jesus sees things differently, from a spiritual basis. Which is why He instructs him to go into the deeper water. 
This symbolically is the deep pool of our own being. Jesus insists that we go into that deep pool of our own being. This is 
what He means when He ignores Simon’s own erroneous judgment of himself as a sinful (material minded man) and says, 
“follow me.”  
 

And that is the directive to us. We are to become like Peter, John and the rest of the disciples constantly dwelling with our 
inner Christhood. Christ Consciousness sees abundance, where we humanly see lack. Christ Consciousness sees health, 
where we see disease. The disciples questioned Jesus but never stopped dwelling with him. We too should never stop 
praying; we should never stop communing with this healing, divine presence within, in the deep waters of our Being. 
Soon, and very soon, our consciousness will be transformed. We will have attained the Healing Consciousness.
